Background

The Training Programme at SAMU des-Hauts-de-Seine or SAMU92 is initiated from the close
collaboration between the National Institute for Emergency Medicine (NIEM) and SAMU des-Hauts-
de-Seine in the Republic of France, which manages emergency medical services and the system within
the Hauts-de-Seine area, being well-known and recognized as the leading model of EMS provider, EMS
call and dispatch center and the system regulator among the European countries and also in the global
level. Growing from appreciation and interest of Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn,
along with former collaboration of the Ministry of Public Health who had sent Thai nurses to study the
EMS system at SAMU, the National Institute for Emergency Medicine continued this good relation and
jointly organized academic activities together with SAMU for more than ten years with the signing of
the Memorandum of Understandings or MOUs as the key significant mark of our close collaborations.

Training Programme at Nippon Medical School Hospital and
Nippon Medical School Chiba Hokusoh Hospital

Background

The Training Programme at Nippon Medical School Hospital and Nippon Medical School Chiba
Hokusoh Hospital is the training programme for the capacity-building and development in the area of
Emergency medicine or critical care and also air ambulance. It is initiated by the collaboration between
between the National Institute for Emergency Medicine (NIEM) and Nippon Medical School in Tokyo,
Japan under the Memorandum of Understanding or MOU that has recently been renewed in 2019.
Initially, the programme offered training opportunities for Helicopter Emergency Medical Operations
at the Nippon Medical School Chiba Hokusoh Hospital, where it is famous for the name of Doctor Heli,
However, as the cooperation grows, the trainings at the Critical Care unit of Nippon Medical School
Hospital has also been offered for Thai physicians.

The Training Programme at Nippon Medical School Hospital and Nippon Medical School Chiba
Hokusoh Hospital has been organized annually with four physicians being selected to have a training
opportunity in Japan each year. The trainees can choose the period that they want to have the
trainings and also the duration of at least one month to three months. During this training programme,
the trainees will be learning the Emergency care in Japan, operating procedures for acromedical
missions, and have the opportunity to tag along with Doctor Heli team to the scenes observing how
the system works after being trained for one month. This is the opportunity for the physicians who
want to step into the field of helicopter emergency medical services can use as starting point.
